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Nancy’s Restaurant on South Ocean
Avenue, next to the railroad tracks.
The restaurant was built on the site
of an old, large structure that was
demolished in 1952. Nancy’s was a
popular restaurant. A fire March 15,
1969 destroyed the restaurant, but it
was immediately rebuilt.
